RE : Developer’s Discriminatory Attitude And Blatant Breach of Act 663

We, the purchasers of Bandar Universiti Teknologi Lagenda (BUTL) have recently
attended the First Meeting of the Joint Management Body (JMB), organised by the
developer, Dataran Mantin Sdn. Bhd. (DM), at the Multi-purpose Hall, Sri Palma Villa,
Persiaran UTL, Mantin, NSDK. A total of 15 JMB meetings were supposed to be held
from the 3-10 April 2008. We were not advised by DM as to what purpose and why
certain conditions have been imposed upon us.

2. Attached a copy of the JMB notice sent by DM for your reference.

3. The developed township of BUTL was conceived by DM in the late 1990s and it was
conceptualised as a university township where the apartments would be students and
lecturers accommodation. All purchasers had no intention to be a resident of BUTL. The
properties were purchased due to the misrepresented advertisements produced by DM
called the Guaranteed Return Scheme (GRS), as shown in the copy of ADUAN (prepared
by the Pro Tem Committee of BUTL and has been submitted to the various authorities
and also to the Prime Minister of Malaysia in year 2006).

4. Sadly, this project did not take off as the way represented to the buyers and the GRS
was not observed by DM. Instead, DM continued to harass the purchasers to pay the
hefty maintenance charges of RM153/month, sinking funds and other charges. Even
though, currently DM is getting into a receivership state managed by Price Waterhouse
Coopers (PwC), they still continued with their “iron grip” attitude on the purchasers by
giving no advance notice of the JMB meeting. There are still many buyers who did not
receive the JMB meeting notice and in one of the meeting organized, DM have even
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manipulated the meeting by having their own proxies to become the committee. Luckily,
some of the other purchasers were quite aware of what was happening and began to
question the proxies on which unit were purchased. They gave unit numbers which were
non existent and the meeting was called off in the end. In general, all purchasers felt
cheated and still burdened with bank loans and saw no return in the so called
misrepresented investment made. We appreciate Section 6 of Act 663 to protect the
purchasers who have paid the maintenance charges and provide them with the freedom to
elect their own trusted JMB. However, all new Acts require some time for refinements to
take place. We do feel that Section 6 is only practically applicable to healthy projects and
sadly, BUTL is a very ill project with all benefits in favour towards the developer.

5. Below list the dissatisfaction of the purchasers by DM’s continuous discriminatory
and prejudicial attitude towards us during the first meeting of the JMB.

i. DM predetermined that only purchasers who received red coloured letters are
allowed to vote while those received white letters are not allowed. This fact was
not mentioned in their letter. It is very obvious that DM intends to make it as
difficult as possible for the JMB to be formed by insisting on the Section 6 of Act
663. We are still questioning the validity of DM’s approach to break the JMB
meetings into 15 sessions and groups as it was not stated in their notice.

ii. Since DM is now under receivership, it is a breach of their receivership to still
conduct the JMB meetings themselves.

iii. With respect to their JMB notice, their notes 6 & 7 cannot be imposed because it
is not provided by the law.

iv. DM did not have their accounts audited as required by Act 663 Section 21.

v. From a meeting conducted by us on Wednesday, 9 April 2008, 2 pm, at above
mentioned premise, whereby attended by about 300 purchasers, more than three
quarters did not receive any JMB notice from DM. This shows the blatant abuse
by DM to discriminate the purchasers by not adhering to Section 5(2) of Act 663.

vi. DM can be concluded as to not make a serious and sincere effort to form a JMB,
and since almost all buyers felt that they have been cheated by DM, this made
their effort very dubious indeed.

6. From the 15 sessions, the final 3 sessions of the first JMB meeting was cancelled by
DM without giving prior notice. We, the purchasers had to call DM and were informed of
the cancellation by the receptionist. This showed that DM has also breached Section 5(1)
of Act 663.

7. From the above issues presented, we would like the authority to grant us the
permission to hold the meeting ourselves. We, the purchasers are very willing to form a
JMB to take care of our assets which are currently a liability to us, and make sure that the
laws are adhered to and the financial are being managed by a trustworthy committee. We
also would like the authority to take action against this unscrupulous developer which has
caused major heartaches, serious financial constraints, blacklisting of many buyers
names, break-ups of marriages and couples, driven some buyers into suicidal attempts
and most of all affecting the quality of buyers’ lives.
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8. In conclusion, we, the Pro Tem Committee of BUTL, would like to request from the
Authority for their kind consideration of the followings.

i. Five storey walk up apartment owners to form only one JMB

ii. All purchasers are allowed to vote even though most did not pay maintenance
charges, sinking funds and other charges.

iii. The BUTL first meeting of the JMB to be organized by the Authority, Majlis
Perbandaran Nilai, as provided in Act 663, Section 5(3).
